There really isn(t too much mystery about how to skins.  There are 3 different types of aircraft in JF4.  In 2 different modes.  The F-14, F-18, F-22.  In 16bit Full Resolution or 16bit Half Resolution.  Involving a total of 6 folders to cover all the available aircraft (no MiiG skins yet).  I run my computer on 16bit Half Resolution.   The skins are a (Local( model only.   Only YOU can see them!  Not only that, but there is only one model for each type/resolution of aircraft.  That means all the (bad guys( will always have skins just like yours if you(re in the same aircraft!  So, save HALFres skin files to \JetFighter IV\Simdata\TEXTURES\TEXHALF.  Save FULLres skin files to \JetFighter IV\Simdata\TEXTURES\TEXFULL.  You may want to save your original .tga files (of the same names) to a backup folder first.   Another way to preserve all your original skin files, is to simply re-name the files (add an x in front) prior to the installation of the new skins!  If you are getting one of the skin sets that have the separate files simply Right click on the file (on the webpage) and (save target as.(  After you save all the files for that aircraft to your computer copy them into the correct directory (listed in caps above).  If the skin file you(ve selected has been made into a .zip file, very likely all you have to do is to unzip it.  The correct location will be the default for most users.  If you put JF4 other in the default location you probably know how to get the files to the right place!    

Now that you(ve copied the files to the game load up JF4 and see how they look!  If when you get there, if you don(t see the skins, don(t panic.  From the JF4 main menu, click on (Options( then (Graphics.(  In the right hand column you will find (Model Texture Quality.(  If it is on (16bitFull( change it to (16bitHalf.(  If it(s on (16bitHalf( try it on (16bitFull.(  Its like a toggle switch.  Its one way or the other.  If you like the way your new skins look, you(re all set!  Take a screenshot!  Don(t know how to do that?  Check the FAQs at  www.JF4.US
